The Year 12 QCST will be held Tuesday 4 September and
Wednesday 5 September. Students are now on their final round
of preparation. Most have now completed their calculator check
and have received the equipment list and other instructions.

Year 12 End of Year ProcessesYear 12 End of Year Processes

Once Year 12 students have completed all assessments for
the year, students are ranked based on their academic
achievement, in each Authority Subject. This ranking allows
Subject Achievement Indicators, or SAIs, to be calculated. The
SAI provides an idea of the student’s placement in the subject
cohort.

Schools are required to publish SAIs for Year 12 students no
later than Wednesday 21 November 2018. WestMAC makes
these SAIs available in the library for students to see. Students
may choose to return to the College to view these.

Please note that we are not able to give a student’s SAI listing
over the phone. The SAI must be viewed with respect to the
placement of other students in the cohort.

I also draw your attention to the point that Year 12 students
are required to be in attendance up to and including Friday 16
November. This is a QCAA requirement.
