WHEN OUR CHILD DOESN’T GET A PRIZEWHEN OUR CHILD DOESN’T GET A PRIZE

As the season of awards ceremonies approaches, it’s useful
to consider how to respond when our child doesn’t receive
a prize. It is important to learn to cope productively with
disappointment because it’s an important skill for a happy life.

Talk about what matters.
The best lesson is to enjoy learning and activities for
themselves, not for prizes and accolades. Some students
desperately want always to be the best. One way we can assist
is to ask our child, “What does the prize really mean to you?” If
it is recognition for work well done, help them see what a good
year they have had and how much they have accomplished. It’s
their own sense of satisfaction that really matters.

Don’t blame the decision-maker.
Those who give prizes are usually keenly aware of their
responsibility and are thoughtful and conscientious in their
decisions. Most decisions are made using clearly articulated
criteria and in my experience, always made in good faith.

Take the long view.
Short of a Nobel, most prizes don’t really have a long-term
effect on anyone’s life. After they are given, they have a short
shelf-life and quickly decline in importance. How many adults
can truly point to a childhood prize making a deep impact on
their future?

Accept that feelings provide us with choices.
Children can focus on their own unhappiness or be happy
for their classmate or teammate. Uncomfortable feelings fade
quickly.

Learn to find joy in the success of other people.
Disappointment provides an opportunity to take joy in someone

else’s success. That’s difficult but the ability to enjoy another’s
good fortune is part of an emotionally mature life.

Focus on happy memories.
If our child cares enough about an activity to be disappointed by
not winning a prize, that activity has been important. Celebrate
the year’s work as a family. This can be achieved by focusing
on the happy memories, the lessons learned, the personal
growth and skills developed and the relationships cultivated. In
this way, parents can help lessen the very real sting of feeling
passed over. Acknowledge their disappointment and help them
stay focused on what is most valuable. That way, we help our
children develop resilience and emotional maturity.

Kokoda Challenge Youth ProgramKokoda Challenge Youth Program

While many of us were enjoying a relaxing break during the
recent school holidays, Ashleigh Armstrong, a current Year 12
student, was challenging herself and walking the Kokoda Trail.
Below is a short report from Ashleigh along with some photos
from her experience.

“During the recent school holidays I travelled to Papua New
Guinea (PNG) and trekked the famous Kokoda Trail. Over the
past 20 weeks I have been training every Sunday and
Wednesday with the Kokoda Challenge Youth Program (KYCP)
to prepare for this trek. The entire PNG experience was equally
challenging and rewarding. Being in a third world country and
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seeing how different people live is inspirational in itself. Each
day we stayed in villages with the most kind hearted locals;
this made the trip worthwhile. Most of all, having the privilege
to walk the track the Australian soldiers fought on was mind
blowing. Seeing foxholes, trenches and ammunition dumps first
hand, climbing to the top of Brigade Hill and visiting Isurava (the
site of the Battle of Isurava) were incredible experiences. I have
a renewed respect for every Australian soldier, past, present
and future.

The entire KCYP experience has taught me how much the
human body can achieve if effort is put in. From completing
the Gold Coast 96km challenge to now being able to say I
have walked the Kokoda Trail at 17 years of age shows that I
can overcome anything. The traits that are commonly referred
to within the program are courage, endurance, mateship and
sacrifice. These are the traits that were shown by the Australian
soldiers during World War II on the Kokoda Trail. The
foundation's purpose is to bring those traits out in young adults
and I can proudly say that through hard effort and
determination, I can see those same traits within myself. Even
though my training and trekking with the program is over, our
team's 6 months of community service begins. We give back
to the community that helped us go on this once in a lifetime
experience and I don't think I can be any more excited.”

As I write, my Son and his fiancée are imminently awaiting
the birth of their daughter. I have been asked to be present
at the birth, which is a huge privilege, so I have a bag ready,
packed in my car and have been making contingency plans
should I have to dash off. While this is somewhat unsettling,
the up-side of this is that our students get to hear from an
array of speakers. Rector of St Paul’s, Ipswich, Fr Steve, spent
the morning with us last Tuesday. Jelly Babies were shared,
important life lessons delivered, laughter and thoughtfulness
were the order of the day. Naturally enough, the new Doctor
received a hat tip. This Tuesday, Reverend Chris Bate and his
wife, Juliana from All Saints, Booval joined us. While I don’t
want anyone to think I’m shirking my responsibilities, I think
it is a really good thing for students to hear a number of
differing voices and responses to the Gospel. The wonder of
the Anglican Church is its variety and breadth.

At Synod, a couple of weeks ago, the Archbishop spoke about
that. It is so easy to become polarised but it does the Church,
the community and the Gospel no favours when we let this
happen. Openness and acceptance is one of our most powerful
virtues. It is so easy to write off someone or something different
from us. Tribalism and fearmongering seems to be one of the
most often used political tool at the moment. I don’t think it
does any of us any good. The more we can see ourselves in
others, the more we realise that it’s possible to hold differing
viewpoints without having to fear or hate 'the other', the more
our world will grow in peace and understanding.

One of the things I regret most having missed out on as part of
my schooling was the opportunity to learn debating. It’s such a
valuable life-skill, to be able to debate a subject without being
emotionally involved or offended by the discussion. To have
the ability to look at a situation from diverse angles and realise
that your point of view is not necessarily the only valid one, is
becoming an ever more crucial skill for the leaders of today and
definitely for the leaders of tomorrow. WestMAC has a proud
tradition in this area and, coupled with our Anglican values can
only make our students more well-rounded, compassionate
and well qualified for the challenges they will face in the future.
I’m convinced that many of our students will go on to make very
real positive changes in their communities. I know many already
have. As we move ever closer to farewelling the Class of 2018
let us support them in every way we can, giving thanks for all
they have achieved and all they will achieve. May these last few
weeks of school be full of blessings for each of them.

UMAT Admissions Test will be replaced by UCAT in 2019UMAT Admissions Test will be replaced by UCAT in 2019

Begining with current Year 11's, all applicants intending to sit
the UMAT in 2019 for entry to university in 2020 will need to
sit the new University Clinical Aptitude Test (UCAT). From 2019
onwards, the UMAT test will be discontinued.

UCAT will become be a mandatory admissions test for the
Doctor of Medicine (provisional entry) and Dental Science at
The University of Queensland. The registration for the UCAT will
open in March 2019 and close in mid-May. The UCAT will be
offered on a choice of dates throughout the month of July,
rather than on one single date.

The test consists of five, separately timed, subtests:

• Verbal Reasoning
